Eighth Circuit Arguments Follow-up — Reversal in Bates v. Richardson
The Eighth Circuit reversed the district court’s grant of summary judgment and remanded.

Background on Derrick Bates v. Tyler Richardson, et al. - 22-2773 - Civil Rights

The facts of the case are set outin /rvin v. Richardson, 20 F.4th 1199 (8th Cir. 2021). Plaintiff Bates,
a black man, and a friend were walking in Cedar Rapids when they were stopped by police officer
after a 911 caller saw a black man leave a house. Both were held at gunpoint and handcuffed. The
witness then said neither was the man she saw, and they were told they were free to go. They

remained at the scene and Bates was arrested for interference. The administrative complaints
they filed were dismissed. As to the § 1983 actions and allegations of 4th Amendment violations,
the district court granted summary judgment on all claims, confirming the defendants had
qualified immunity.
