MISSING STUDENTS POLICY AND
NOTIFICATION OF STUDENT RIGHTS
Dear On-Campus Student Residents:

This is to give you notice of steps Drake University will take if at any time while you reside on campus it is determined that you are a missing student.  A student will be typically be considered "missing" after twenty-four (24) hours; however, the University reserves the right to institute the steps set forth herein at an earlier point in time, depending on the circumstances.

Notification of Right to Designation of Confidential Contact
As a Drake University student who resides on campus, you have the right to designate a confidential contact that Drake will notify not more than twenty-four (24) hours after you are determined to be missing.  Your contact information will be registered confidentially and will not be disclosed outside of a need to do so in a missing student investigation.

NOTIFICATION OF DRAKE’S 
POLICY AND PROCEDURES CONCERNING MISSING STUDENTS

In the event it is determined that a Drake University student who resides on campus is missing, Drake will notify the following not more than twenty-four (24) hours after that determination is made:

1.
The student’s confidential contact will be informed, assuming a confidential contact has been appropriately designated and filed by the student.
2.
The student’s parents will be informed, if the student is under 18 years of age and not emancipated.

3.
Local law enforcement will be informed.

Missing Student Procedures
1.
A missing person’s report may be filed with Campus Security by any person who has reason to believe a student may be missing.
2.
Campus Security will provide official notification of the missing person’s report to the following University officials:  President, Provost, Dean of Students.

3.
The student’s confidential contact, if one is appropriately designated and filed, will be notified that a student is missing by the Dean of Students when:  (a) a missing person’s report has been filed and (b) the student has been determined to be missing.
4.
The student’s parents will be notified that a student is missing by the Dean of Students when:  (a) the student is under 18 years of age and not emancipated; (b) a missing person’s report has been filed; and (c) the student has been missing.

5.
Local law enforcement will be notified a student is missing when:  (a) a missing person’s report is filed; and (b) the student has been determined to be missing.

6.
A student will be typically be considered "missing" after twenty-four (24) hours; however, the University reserves the right to institute the steps set forth in these procedures at an earlier point in time, depending on the circumstances. 
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
